Measures for Implementation of Civil Servant Exchange Scholarship Program for International Sister Cities
I. Qualification
An applicant must meet the following conditions:
 (I) The applicant should be a foreign affair official from Chengdu’s international sister cities who will continue to engage in exchange affairs with Chengdu in next few years. The scope of participants may be extended in the future based on how the Program is implemented;
 (II) Be friendly to China and interest in Chinese culture and Chengdu’s social and economic development;
 (III) Be healthy and well behaved;
 (IV) Provide a signed recommendation letter from  the mayor/city council speaker of the sister city;
II. Program Description
Civil servants who participate in the program will study the Chinese culture, Chinese language and Chengdu’s economic and social development in the selected school for a semester (about 4 month). For the Chinese culture, students will be taught in English with optional contents including Chinese politics, history, economic overview, culture, food, religion, Sichuan folk customs, etc. And for the Chinese language, students will be divided into different classes based on their actual Chinese language level. During the study, we will arrange the students to take a study trip to districts, counties and industrial parks under administration of Chengdu to investigate the development of major industries in Chengdu, and even organize them to take a site visit to communities and pilot areas for urban-rural development.
III. Application Procedure

An Introduction to the International Programs
 in Chengdu University
Office of International Cooperation and Exchange
The Office of International Cooperation and Exchange (OICE) of Chengdu University is responsible for the international affairs related to enrolling international students, inviting foreign experts, and promoting international cooperation and exchange between CDU and other universities and institutions abroad. 
Up to now, CDU has established friendly partnerships with over 30 educational institutions from more than 20 different countries and regions around the world. International exchange programs between Chengdu University and foreign universities are rapidly growing, with affiliations having already been developed with higher institutions in countries such as the United States, Great Britain, Germany, Australia, New Zealand, Singapore and Malaysia. Each year, an increasing number of faculty members and students from Chengdu University are being sent abroad through international academic exchange and inter-collegiate programs. 
Meanwhile, the enrollment of international students at Chengdu University is growing steadily as well. So far, the OICE has recruited more than 1,000 foreign students from the United States, Great Britain, France, Germany, Russia, Thailand, South Korea, Israel, Slovenia, Japan, the Netherlands, and many other countries. Studying Chinese language in Chengdu University, international students not only strengthen their language skills, but also deepen their understanding of Chinese culture, history and customs through additional classes such as Wushu (kungfu), Sichuan Opera, calligraphy, and traditional Chinese medicine. 
In this way, Chinese teaching in CDU is not only confined to the regular classroom exercises, but is also integrated with various field activities that provide students with access to a real language environment and local culture. With these distinguishing features for learning Chinese language and culture training, CDU attracts more and more foreign students from around the world every year and also opens its doors to broader international exchanges in the future.
International Programs in Chengdu University
Programs for Studying Chinese 
History: It has been over 30 years since CDU started the program to teach international students Chinese.  
Student-Teacher Ratio: 6:1
Classes: Open all year with flexible enrollment. Classes begin in the following months:
Fall Semester    ----  September
Spring Semester  ----  March
Students: A diverse group from America, Great Britain, Germany, France, Slovenia, the Netherlands, Australia, New Zealand, Russia, Israel, Poland, Japan, South Korea, Singapore, Thailand, South Africa, Algeria, Indonesia, Morocco, Peru, and many other countries. 
Teaching staff: The “International Students Teaching Research Section”, which is run under the OICE of CDU has many professors, associate professors and lecturers. Most of them have acquired master’s degrees and doctorates in Chinese language and culture.
Type of Classes: In order to meet various needs of international students in their study and different levels of Chinese language of international students, CDU offers small size classes with usually less than 15 students.
Main Courses: Elementary Chinese, Intermediate Chinese, Advanced Chinese, Listening and Speaking, Newspaper and Magazine Reading, Basic Chinese Writing, Practical Chinese, Chinese through Video, Business Chinese, Chinese Culture, Chinese Literature and Classic Chinese.
Optional Courses: In accordance with different interests and requirement of international students, CDU offers the following optional courses: HSK Intensive Course, Chinese Calligraphy, Paper Cutting, Chinese Dance, Chinese Cuisine, Chinese Drawing, Chinese Martial Arts and Tai Chi.
HSK test: We have the only HSK internet-based test (IBT) site in Sichuan. The new HSK test was launched by Hanban in an effort to test Chinese language learners’ communication ability in Chinese in their life, study and work. The HSK IBT is an online test certified and approved by Hanban, intended to test examinees’ level of Chinese language through listening, writing and speaking. 
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
